ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2000-2001

The Central Council of Indian Medicine is a Statutory Body
constituted under the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 vide
Gazette Notification Extraordinary Part IT Section 3(ii) dated 10.8.71. The
Central Council was reconstituted in 1984 & 1995. The main objects of the
Central Council are as under :—

i) To prescribe minimum standards of education in Indian
Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani
Tibb.

ii) To advise Central Government in matters relating to recogni-
tion (inclusion/withdrawal) of medical qualifications in/from
Second Schedule to Indian Medicine Central Council Act,
1970.

iii) To maintain a Central Register of Indian Medicine and revise
the Register from time to time.

iv) To prescribe Standards of Professional Conduct, Etiquette
and Code of Ethics to be observed by the practitioners.

Since its establishment in 1971, the Central Council has been fram-
ing on and implementing various regulations including the Curricula and
Syllabii in Indian Systems of Medicine viz. Ayurved, Siddha and Unani
Tibb at Under-graduate and Post-graduate level.

Now all the colleges of Indian Systems of Medicine are affiliated to
various Universities in the Country. These Colleges are following the
minimum standards of education and Curricula and Syllabii prescribed by
Central Council. '

The Central Council at its 26" meeting held on 13" & 14" March,
1996 decided to review the Curricula & Syllabii already prescribed. It was
decided to organise Workshops to review the Curricula & Syllabii of
different subjects of Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani Tibb. Accordingly,
Workshops were being organised for the purpose to review the Under-
graduate & Post-graduate courses in which outside experts of the respective
subjects also participated alongwith the members of the Council. During
the year 2000-2001 three Workshops of Ayurved, two Workshops of Unani
Tibh and one Workshop of Siddha have been organised.

ASSESSMENT OF EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS

The Council has already prescribed minimum standards of education
syllabi for studies. To verify the actual observance of these standards, the Council
has been sending teams of members to visit the educational institutions in the
Country. These teams submit the report to the Council as per proforma pointing oul
actual situation and shortcomings. These reports are carefully considered in (he
Council at different levels and decisions are taken for permitting to admit a specified
number of students commensurate with the overall facilities available in the institu-
tion or even not permitting admission in extra ordinary situations. The institutions
are simultaneously directed to remove the shortcomings pointed out by the visiting
teams within specified period. As a result of such strict monitoring the standard of
teaching is definitely improving progressively.

During the current year the programme of visitation was persued more vig:
orously and 114 Ayurveda, 35 Unani and 5 Siddha Colleges were visited in order (o
assess the present status of available facilities of teaching and practical training as
well as requirements laid down by the Central Council.

CENTRAL REGISTER OF INDIAN MEDICINE

Preparation and maintenance of Central Register of Indian Medicine is one
of the main objects of Central Council. As per provisions of the IMCC Act, 1970,
Central Council is maintaining a Central Register in the prescribed manner, which
contains, the names of persons who are enrolled on any State Register of Indinn
Medicine and possess any of the recognised medical qualifications included in the
Schedules to the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970. The maintenance of
Central Register of Indian Medicine and updating of the same is a continuous
process.

as the case may be within the competence of the Central Council.
